The Mayor Pro Tem Gale brought up the Building Permit (BP) process, as he received a complaint concerning a structure being built on McAllister.  There was a discussion as to whether there should have been a Special Use Permit request before this BP was issued.  This BP was issued based on the proposed usage which falls within a C-1 district.  The discussion then developed into the usage of the fenced in part
of the lot and the parking of an actual tow truck on the property. Commercial vehicles are allowed to be parked on commercial lots in our ordinances.  The St Clair Co regulation concerning was brought up and it was determined by our attorney that they can’t apply to inside the city limits.  After it was determined that the BP was issued appropriately, and the business is being run accordingly the discussion was ended.
