       1)   A report concerning the development of a Residential Design District Ordinance as studied and       	recommended by the Plan Commission.  The points made were that the acreage of the space 	would 	be divided into better usage in the SR-2 zone, lots would still abide by the length and 	width 	requirements of a SR-2 zone, the minimum square footage of lots could be reduced to 	6,500 instead 	of 10,000 and the arrangement of the lots would allocate  “common areas” for 	neighborhood public 	use. All development would still have to be approved by the Plan 	Commission through the regular process. After a lengthy discussion Aldermen 	Bartholomew/Diliberto MOTIONED to approve the Plan Commissions recommendation to 	create a Residential Design District Ordinance for the City of Lebanon.

       2)   A report with recommendations that the developer Jeff LaDriere be able to utilize the RDD 	Ordinance upon its passage in the area of Indian Court, Perryman and Woodland Dr.  This 	included a list of items that would apply to that specific area.  The council decided to wait until 	the writing and passage of such ordinance before approving this recommendation.


       3)	A report concerning changes to section 36-43 in the Code of Ordinances.  The Plan Commission 	would like to amend the ordinances to allow for various businesses to enter or be created with 	the city of Lebanon.  This action is a result of Special Use Permit procedures/rules and focuses 	on certain “list” in Chapter 36 of the Code of Ordinances.  It was determined by the council that 	this be tabled until more research by the attorney is done on the actual zoning statute 	concerning 	this area.
	
       4)	A report with a recommendation to amend the Overall Comprehensive Plan to match the TIF 	district and the change the already approved zones to reflect the current zones as they exist.
	This includes the updating of the City of Lebanon map.

       5)	Request from the Plan Commission to purchase a recording devise for their meetings. It was 	determined that it was essential to meeting all requirements for public meetings.  No need to 	vote as someone stated they had possession of one.
