Street/Alley 
1. Superintendent McNeese reported that school district has decided to contribute $1800.00 towards the purchase and installation of the flashing sign.
2. Mayor introduced for discussion and approval an ordinance “APPROVING INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF LEBANON, ILLINOIS AND THE LEBANON TOWNSHIP ROAD DISTRICT”.  Superintendent of Roads, Kermit Edison, spoke on the advantages that this would be for each of the parties. Following a brief discussion Aldermen Bartholomew/Mach moved to approve the ordinance with the word “reviewed” changed to “renewed”.
