Jeff Fairlie spoke about
the Plan Commission discussion and their unanimous recommendation to the council for the adoption of a TIF District as it applies to the Comprehensive Plan.  A copy of that recommendation is attached to these minutes.

  	There was also a need to amend the budget by creating new line items to handle the TIF monies and 
	of the Economic Development. The explanation on creating and funding a new line items by	amending two existing line items is	attached to these minutes.
