An ordinance amending paragraph (B) under the definition of “family” contained in section 2.2 of zoning Ordinance number 1151 to increase – for lodging or rooming houses located in an “MR” multi-family residential district, the owners or lessees of which sign a written agreement to keep the apartments therein constantly in compliance with the occupancy limitations set forth in section 404 of the international property, and to allow annual inspections of the apartments – the allowable maximum number of persons constituting an “unrelated family” from three to four.
