COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Finance – 
1. Committee recommendation that $4,400 be deducted from PPRT owed to library to cost the cost of their portion of audits from 2010 until present.

Aldermen Wise/Almeter moved to accept the library’s offer of $4,151.20 which covers 2010 thru 2015 with years 2016 and 2017 to be paid when collected.

Tony Schenk gave an update on CDBG for sidewalks

Health/Safety – nothing to report.

Alderman Wright inquired about the status of the condemnation of 124 W. St. Louis St.  Mayor Wilken reported that an environmental report is required.  The bank holding the mortgage had one done at a cost of $5,100.00.  Will give the City a copy for half the cost.  Attorney Long reported that there may be an additional minimal cost for extension from SCI.  Aldermen Bartholomew/Mack moved to allow $2,550 to get a copy with money to come from non-home rule sales tax.  Discussion.  Motion and second amended to allow up to $2,750.00 including possible cost of extension from SCI.

Water/Sewer
1. Committee recommendation to purchase 3 phase generator for sewer department with money to come from capital outlay at a cost of approximately $5,500.00

1. Aldermen Almeter/Bartholomew moved to allow $7550.00 for a natural gas generator for the police department.  Money to come from police special fund in the amount of $2,550.00, a donation of $500.00 and the remainder from building and/or service equipment.  Discussion.  Treasurer Grob stated there is a possibility of a grant to pay for 35% of the cost.  It needs to be purchased prior to applying for the grant.
