February 8, 2016

The council met in regular session in the council chambers with Mayor Wilken presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Gerdes, Mack, Wise, Wright – present.

Mayor Wilken led the council and assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Aldermen Diliberto/Wise moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as presented.

Bills for the month of January were presented.  Aldermen Bartholomew/Wise moved to approve the expenditures and warrant for payment drawn.

Plan Commission Report – Jim Macaluso reported that they recommend amending the general penalty for violation of the code.  Also recommends revision of Chapter 9 of Code of Ordinances.  Discussed legal review of Code Book by MCC.  Also discussed combining Plan Commission and Zoning Board.

Street/Alley – meet February 15, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.

Health/Safety – nothing to report.

Ordinance – meet February 15, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.

Water/Sewer – no quorum.

Penny Pinkstaff, W/WW Superintendent reported on Harmon Dr. lift station.  Aldermen Bartholomew/Wise moved to have TWM engineer project to so City can go out for bids.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Gerdes, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Motion carried.

Leasing out land for farming by sewer plant for the next year was discussed.  Attorney Long suggested that a lease agreement be made. 

Also discussed was writing off meter escrow amount of less than $10 instead of turning into unclaimed property.  Attorney Long suggested checking with State on legality.

Northtowne lift station – City assuming responsibility.  Aldermen Almeter moved to accept the lift station.  Motion died for lack of second.  Legal will look into assuming responsibility.

Ms. Pinkstaff updated on the ground storage tank.  Inside needs to be sandblasted and outside needs over coating.  If over coating on outside is not done soon, it will also need sandblasting which will entail much more cost.

Summerfield water line/new housing update.

Will have proposal for sewer plant soil borings at February 22, 2016 council meeting.

Cemetery – meet February 15, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.  Bids on mowing to be opened at February 22, 2016 meeting.

Finance – no quorum.  Meet March 7, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.

Public Property – meet February 15, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.

Treasurer – will be handing out budget work sheets.  Ameren ordinance at next meeting.

Dept. Heads – resolution for up to $70,000 CDBG sidewalk grant presented.  Sidewalk to be on west side of S. Monroe St.  Aldermen Bartholomew/Diliberto moved to pass the resolution with City paying $10,000 toward project.  Discussion.  Motion and second amended by Bartholomew/Diliberto to have City pay $15,000 in labor and costs.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Gerdes, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Motion carried.

Mayor – Mayor Wilken asked for a motion to appoint Alderman Almeter as Mayor Pro-tem with authority to sign any necessary documents, etc.  from February 14 thru February 28 .  Mayor will be out of town during that time.  Aldermen Diliberto/Mack moved to approve the appointment.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas.  Motion carried.

Town Square Beautification Committee is in the makings for possibly the following project – streetcar, fountain, veteran’s memorial, garden.

New Business – letter from homeowners concerning 3 clogged storm drains at Merrill and Roger.
