MAY 11, 2015 – 7:00 P.M.

The council met in regular session in the council chambers with Mayor Wilken presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Wilken led the council and assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Clerk Koshko administered the oath of office to the Police Chief Roth and Aldermen Almeter, Mack, Gerdes and Bartholomew.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Gerdes, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – present.  

Aldermen Diliberto/Hagan moved to approve the minutes of the April 27 meeting as presented.  Hand vote to approve – 8 yeas.  Motion carried.

Bills for the month of April were presented.  Aldermen Hagan/Bartholomew moved to approve the expenditures and warrant for payment drawn.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Gerdes, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – yeas.  Motion carried.

Mr. Dean Troutman was introduced.  He is walking 700 miles in the State of Illinois to raise money to buy playground equipment for land that he has purchased to put in a park in memory of his deceased wife.  

Committee assignments were made.

Todd Peek from TWM was recognized and explained a firm bid vs. hourly rate for engineering on ground storage tank.  Aldermen Bartholomew/Diliberto moved to go with the hourly rate not to exceed 10-15% of cost of project.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Diliberto, Gerdes, Hagan, Mack, Wise – yeas.  Aldermen Bartholomew, Wright – nay.  Mayor Wilken – yea.  Motion carried.  Filed as Ordinance No. 1351.

Jerry Cornell updated the council on the Alton St. project.  South end will be shut down to thru traffic on Tuesday.  Stop signs at crosswalks will be removed and replaced with other signs indicating pedestrian traffic has right-of-way.

Health/Safety – committee discussed inspections for all rental properties.  All should be inspected.  There should be no different treatment between leased properties.  

Alderman Wright reported that 505 S. Herman is up for sale for non-payment of taxes.  She is also trying to contact someone at 400 Hillcrest Dr. concerning the upkeep of the property.

Water/Sewer – Bob McCabe was recognized.  He asked the City to take over responsibility of sewer line at the Catholic Church hall.  Need more information before a decision is made.
