APRIL 13, 2015 – 7:00 P.M.

The council met in regular session in the council chambers with Mayor Wilken presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. following the hearing on the budget.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – present.

Mayor Wilken led the council and assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silence in memory of Kerry Allen.

Aldermen Bartholomew/Hagan moved to approve the minutes of the March 23, 2015 meeting as presented.  Hand vote to approve – 8 yeas.  Motion carried.

Bills for the month of March were presented.  Aldermen Wise/Bartholomew moved to approve the expenditures and warrant for payment drawn.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Motion carried.

Mayor Wilken deviated from the regular agenda and introduced David Roth, candidate for the Chief of Police position.  Lengthy discussion on effective date to start emNo appointment made at this time.

Plan Commission Report – recommend approval of two (2) Certificates of Appropriateness.  Tabled until next meeting since the recommendations were not on the agenda.

Committee recommendation to allow TWM to engineer for repair and painting of ground storage tank and go out for bids.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Recommendation carried.

Cemetery – meet April 20, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

Finance
Committee recommendation to reimburse Jasper Lewis $75 for Special Use Permit that was not needed (450 W. Schuetz St. – non-conforming use in SR district).  It was explained that at the Dec. 8 meeting it was reported that the Plan Commission’s recommendation was that a Special Use Permit was not needed.  Council voted to accept the Plan Commission’s recommendation.  When Plan Commission’s minutes for the Dec. 3 meeting were received, it was reported that they recommended the Special Use Permit be approved.  These minutes were received after they were approved at their January meeting.  Aldermen Hagan/Koriath moved to rescind the City Council’s motion and approval from the Dec. 8 meeting and refund the $75.00 fee to Jasper Lewis.

Committee recommendation to order code books at a cost of approximately $155 with money to come from general fund office supplies.

Resolution to pay up to $10,000 for over cost on the stop light project was presented for consideration.  Aldermen Hagan/Wright moved to pass the resolution.

Personnel – no recommendations from committee.

David Roth, Police Chief candidate was introduced.  Referral system was used to find the best candidate.   Aldermen Diliberto/Hagan moved to allow the appointment effective May 1, 2015.  After lengthy discussion, motion and second were withdrawn.  To be put on agenda for April 27 meeting.

Clerk – MFT bid results were read. 

Aldermen Koriath/Bartholomew moved to accept the low bid from Maedge for the oil.

Aldermen Hagan/Wright moved to approve the budget and for the ordinance to be written.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Motion carried.

	Penny – need motion to transfer $24,010.58 from Utility Tax Fund to Water Fund to correct previous error.  Aldermen Koriath/Bartholomew moved to transfer the funds to the proper account.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Motion carried.

Mayor – gave update on conversation with IDOT on road construction projects.

Audience – John Wright and Scott Schmelzel were recognized and spoke about replacing part of the sidewalk in the first 100 block of W. St. Louis St. on the north side.  Sidewalk would be replaced in front of Mr. Wright’s buildings and go to the east to Wilken Insurance.  Conduit would be put under the concrete so that electricity could be run without using extension cords across the sidewalk.  Business owners have agreed to chip in to cover the cost.

With no further business to be conducted, Aldermen Hagan/Diliberto moved to adjourn the meeting.  Hand vote to approve – 8 yeas.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:56 p.m.
