FEBRUARY 23, 2015 


The council met in regular session in the council chambers with Mayor Wilken presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Wilken led the council and assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – present.  Alderman Koriath – absent.  

Aldermen Bartholomew/Diliberto moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as presented.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas, 1 absent.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Street/Alley -  committee recommendation to have no parking on east side of Roger Dr. from College Rd. to Lantern Lane and for ordinance to be written.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Mack, Wise, Wright – yeas.  Aldermen Almeter, Hagan – nays.  Alderman Koriath – absent.  Recommendation carried.

Committee recommendation to approve street closure for yearly Chamber of Commerce events (see attached list).

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – yeas.  Alderman Koriath – absent.  Recommendation carried.

Committee recommendation to approve McKendree’s request for street closures on April 17 from 5:30 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.  Aldermen Hagan/Wright moved to send back to committee for clarification of obstacles.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas, 1 absent.  Motion carried.  Alderman Hagan to get more information from contact person at McKendree.

Health/Safety – meet March 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

 Ordinance – committee recommendation to allow Don Burgett to work with legal to get the National Electric Code added to ordinance.  Attorney Gruenke will check to see if an update is needed.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas, 1 absent.  Recommendation carried.

Committee had discussion with Don Burgett about adding Section 110 on demolition back into IPMC ordinance.  According to Attorney Gruenke, the State of Illinois has determined how non-home rule municipalities must conduct demolitions.  It is spelled out in 65ILCS 5/11-31-1.

Attorney Gruenke explained the condemnation process for 124 W. St. Louis St.  Aldermen Hagan /Diliberto moved to allow legal to continue with condemnation process with funds to come from the extra sales tax fund.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Koriath – absent.  Motion carried.

Committee recommendation to pass ordinance establishing Class E liquor license and allow Mayor to sign.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – nay.  Alderman Koriath – absent.  Recommendation failed.

Committee recommendation to allow Rhutasel to submit CDBG resolution for water line on Summerfield St.  Penny explained that this is part of the whole application and should be discussed at the Mar. 2 committee meeting.  Aldermen Hagan/Diliberto moved to send to water/sewer committee meeting.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas, 1 absent.  Motion carried.

Letter from T. Bow, Inc. asking for a hearing on stop work order was referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a hearing.

Public Property – Aldermen Wise/Hagan moved to have the hard drives removed from computers and give the computers to Al Gerdes to give to charity.  Motion amended by both aldermen to have the ordinance drawn up to allow the donation of surplus property to charity.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Koriath – absent.  Motion carried. 

Personnel – meet March 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. 

 Alderman Diliberto read a letter from the trustees of Horner Park stating they did not want to annex into the City.  Alderman Diliberto will contact them again to address the concerns they have with annexing.

Clerk – MFT resolution was presented.  Aldermen Wise/Hagan moved to allow the clerk to sign the resolution and documents.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Koriath – absent.  Motion carried.

Treasurer – budget worksheets will be gone over.  Need to work on savings plan for project planning.

Dept. Heads – Chief reported that McKendree will be holding their 5K and 10K run on March 21.

Penny reported on Code Red.

Mayor – nothing.

Audience – nothing.

Unfinished Business – already discussed.
