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LEBANON CITY COUNCIL
FEBRUARY 9, 2015


The council met in regular session in the council chambers with Mayor Wilken presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Wilken led the council and assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – present.  Alderman Almeter – absent.

Aldermen Wise/Koriath moved to approve the minutes of the January 26, 2014 meeting as presented.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas, 1 absent.  Motion carried.

Bills for the month of January 2015 were presented for approval.  Aldermen Diliberto/Bartholomew moved to approve the expenditures and warrant for payment drawn.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Almeter – absent.  Motion carried.

Plan Commission – no report.

Committee Reports:

Streets/Alleys – meet February 16, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

Health/Safety – no recommendations.

Ordinance – meet February 16, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

No parking ordinance on Hunter St. presented.  Aldermen Mack/Diliberto moved to pass the ordinance.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Aldermen Hagan, Koriath – nay.  Aldermen Almeter – absent.  Motion carried.   Filed as Ordinance No. 1348.

Water/Sewer – committee recommendation to pay Haier $193,214.60 from sewer savings account.  Aldermen Hagan/Wise moved to amend the recommendation to $193,294.60.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Almeter – absent.  Motion carried.

Aldermen Wise/Hagan moved to allow the fire district to move the fire hydrant on N. Monroe where the new fire department is to be built.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Almeter – absent.  Motion carried.

Aldermen Wise/Hagan moved to allow the fire district to move the fire hydrant on Monroe St. (see attached diagram).

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Almeter – absent.  Motion carried.

Aldermen Hagan/Koriath moved to amend TWM contract to include filters.  Design and construction percentage to remain the same.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Almeter – absent.  Motion carried.

Cemetery – meet February 16, 2015.

Finance – discussion at committee meeting was for information only.

Personnel – discussed police area coverage at the committee meeting.  Chief is working on getting something together so that Horner Park can be covered.  Mayor Wilken asked for a show of hands in favor of working with the park – 7 hand yeas.

Clerk – nothing.

Treasurer – budget work sheets have been handed out.

Dept. Heads – nothing.

Mayor – ordinance establishing Class E liquor license sent to ordinance committee for review.  CDBG resolution for replacement of water line on Summerfield St. sent to ordinance committee for review.  Resume from L. Scott Rhoden was presented.  Would like to have Mr. Rhoden as a community development consultant on a part-time basis.  

Alderman Wise/Bartholomew moved to invite Mr. Rhoden to the March 9 meeting.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas.  Motion carried.

Application fee for McAllister St. Improvement Grant is $1,780.00.  If not approved by IDOT, application fee would be refunded.  Aldermen Hagan/Bartholomew moved to approve the expenditure of the fee out of the Utility Tax Fund.

Roll Call:  Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wright – yea.  Alderman Wise – nay.  Alderman Almeter – absent. 

Audience – nothing.

Unfinished Business – Mr. Rhoden checking on grants to partially finance the demolishing of the two (2) Herman St. properties.  The fire department will not burn the Third St. property until asbestos is abated and all permits have been issued.

McKendree drainage – Alderman Koriath reported that at a previous meeting a committee recommendation to engineer for a retention pond.  Aldermen Koriath/Wright moved to proceed with engineering study for retention pond on McKendree property.  Discussion.  Motion rescinded by both aldermen.   Alderman Koriath to meet with Tony Schenk from Rhutasel at the site to discuss possible solutions.  Will also discuss drainage issue at Roger & Merrill.

New Business- none.

Executive Session – Aldermen Wright/Bartholomew moved to go into executive session under Section 2 (c) (11) of the OMA to discuss pending litigation.  Those to be present – Mayor, Clerk, Aldermen and Attorney for approximately fifteen (15) minutes.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Alderman Almeter – absent.  

Regular session recessed at 8:32 p.m.

Aldermen Hagan/Wright moved to reconvene regular session.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas, 1 absent.  Motion carried.  Regular session reconvened at 8:55 p.m.

Action on Executive Session - Aldermen Bartholomew/Hagan moved to continue with pending litigation.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan – yea.  Aldermen Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – nay.  Motion failed.

With no further business to be discussed, Aldermen Hagan/Koriath moved to adjourn the meeting.  Hand vote to approve – 7 yeas, 1 absent.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
