JANUARY 26, 2015 – 7:00 P.M.

The council met in regular session in the council chambers with Mayor Wilken presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Wilken led the council and assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – present.

Aldermen Diliberto/Koriath moved to approve the minutes of the December 29, 2014 special meeting as presented.  Hand vote to approve – 8 yeas.  Motion carried.

Aldermen Koriath/Diliberto moved to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2015 meeting with the correction under personnel that Parke Smith would be paid $1,359.12 instead of $1,463.09, the difference is for taxes.  Hand vote to approve – 8 yeas.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Streets/Alley – committee recommendation to approve request from Age Smart Community to accept donations at the 4-way stop by Casey’s.  Hand vote to approve – 8 yeas.  Recommendation carried.

Aldermen Wise/Bartholomew moved to have no parking on the east side of the 200 block of Hunter St. Monday thru Friday and for the ordinance to be drawn up.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yea.  Motion carried.

Health/Safety – meet February 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.  

Alderman Wright reported that the flashing beacon light on Rt. 50 has been repaired.  Three parts were needed and were still under warranty.  We will need to pay the bill for labor.

Also talked to Patrick Keeney at the school concerning the crossing light.

Ordinance – ordinance developed for 4 unrelated persons in a residence needs some issues ironed out before being passed.

Water/Sewer – meet February 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

Cemetery – no recommendations.

Finance – meet February 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

Public Property – Aldermen Koriath/Wise moved to install an electric pump at the City shed on top of the gas pump at a cost not to exceed $1,450, divided between police, street, water and sewer (25% each).  Pump to be purchased from United Petro Service, Inc. and street dept. will take out the old.

Will have an approximate cost to repair east wall and window in Mayor’s office at the next committee meeting.

Aldermen Wise/Koriath moved to have Coe Equipment repair the vacuum truck at a cost not to exceed $10,000 plus an additional $2,150 for service options with money to come from capital outlay.

Personnel – meet February 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

Clerk – nothing.

Treasurer – budget work sheets in process.  Need to add line items under utility tax.  Non-home rule sales tax report.

Mayor – Mayor Wilken asked that Jerry Cornell be made Assistant to the Mayor for oversight of contracted street projects on a volunteer basis.  Aldermen Hagan/Bartholomew moved to allow the assistance on a volunteer basis.

Roll Call:  Aldermen Almeter, Bartholomew, Diliberto, Hagan, Koriath, Mack, Wise, Wright – yeas.  Motion carried.

Dept. Heads –Penny reported that the water line south is to be tested Tuesday.

Audience – Al Gerdes read the referendum language that was on the ballet for the sales tax increase.
