September 12,  2022, at 6:30 p.m. 


There was a public hearing at 6:30 p.m. before the Council Meeting to address the vacating of the alley running through Block No. 25 of “LEBANON DEPOT”, reference being had to the plat thereof recorded in the Recorder’s Office of St. Clair County, Illinois, in Book of Plat “A” on Pages 3 and 4; and the Plat of Survey of Block No. 25 of “LEBANON DEPOT” shows an approximately thirty foot (30 ft.) wide alley running North to South between Prairie Street and Rhoden Street, and east of Plum Street.  The meeting was closed with no public comment at 6:32 p.m.

· Last year we had a - $690,994 carryover and this year we cut it in half at -$311,058. This is good because if ever the city needs to issue a bond it needs to be a positive number to show good financial standing.
· Lebanon assets exceeded Liabilities by 15 billion. It is the position of the accountant and auditors that Lebanon is moving in a positive financial direction.
· MFT personnel came to a meeting and answered questions concerning MFT expenditures.  The city was told that we could use MFT funds for the evaluation inspection of the streets.  They were encouraged that we will have a plan for the streets that we can submit it with the any papers.
