PLAN COMMISSION REPORT:  
Presents to the Council:
1. The Plan Commission recommends vacating of the alley north and south through Block 25 of Lebanon Depot Subdivision between Plum and Vine streets from Prairie to Rhoden.
1. The Plan Commission recommends approving a request by Jessica Zurliene for a Special Use Permit for the property at 401 W. Schuetz to be used for short term rental with restrictions of minimum of a 2-night stay, off street parking and the permit is only valid for the current property owner.
1. The Plan Commission rejects at this time the request for a Special Use Permit by L & D Siding for the commercial use of the property at 502 S Fritz St.
1. The Plan Commission recommends that Doug Kittstein move forward on his plans approved to develop houses in the SE Quadrant. It was stated he must comply with subdivision ordinances, correct water shed to ensure no flooding, and work closely with Water and Street Superintendents.
1. The Plan Commission recommends that the City Council add “Church” to the permitted use in the 
C-2 Historic District.
